CMIT Guidelines:

1.  Students are responsible for any work they miss 
2. Students are expected to adhere to the Student Code of 

Conduct
3. Students may wear khaki shorts/skorts/skirts, CMIT logo 

shorts/sweatpants and a CMIT t-shirt (any spiritwear or 
gym shirt) or uniform.   NO JEANS, NO JEAN SHORTS, NO 
LEGGINGS, NO OTHER SWEATPANTS OR SHORTS.

4. Students will be assigned a chaperone
a. The chaperones will do periodic “check ins” with 

students during the field trip
b. Students will be permitted to walk around within the 

stadium.  STUDENTS CANNOT LEAVE THE STADIUM



NATIONALS PARK GUIDELINES
1.  Students are expected to adhere to the code of conduct for Nationals Park.  Refer to this

2.  Students get a $10 concession stand credit (can also be used in Team Store)
3. NATIONALS PARK IS CASHLESS (Apple pay, card, Samsung pay)
4. ALL BAGS MUST BE CLEAR AND ADHERE TO THE DIMENSIONS REQUIRED: 

 Permitted Bags 
https://www.mlb.com/nationals/ballpark/information/bag-policy
Bags that are clear plastic, vinyl or PVC and do not exceed 16” by 16” by 8” (e.g., clear 
tote bags, one-gallon plastic freezer bag (i.e., Ziploc bag), etc.); provided, however that 
buckles, grommets, hardware or other décor may not conceal any part of the bag.

Small non-clear clutch bags measuring 5” by 7” by ¾” or smaller, with or without a 
handle or strap can be taken into the ballpark with one of the clear plastic bag options 
described above.
